· Approval of Minutes

· New business

b. Web Portal Forum rules regarding political agendas
Web Portal team wrote the guidelines, with Jim Chapman’s prior experience at Palm Desert as a standard. 
The Forum is a place to discuss issues and ideas. Sondra will ask Jim Chapman to attend the next 
Communications Committee meeting.   
c. Use of CA Communicator for debating issues
This question was brought to the communications committee due to a recent discussion on the financial 
accounting of golf punch card issue.  The committee agreed that the Governance Committee Chairs must 
have a method to pass information and communicate to the residents. We are following the legal opinion that 
minutes should not include discussion, but contain motions and action items only.  It was decided to allow the 
Chair of a governance committee to use the CA Communicator to present facts the committee needs to 
present to the residents. Gene Boley will take a statement to Jim Romine as follows:  “The articles appearing 
in the CA Communicator should give factual information without personal opinion.”  The writer can be given 
an opportunity to rewrite the facts without derogatory personal opinions.
